Keep a journal of your activities, thoughts, and feelings... in the form of a diary, letters to
others (sent or not), poems, songs... your choice.

Seek comfort in your spiritual beliefs.

Eventually, explore new interests and social contacts... volunteer, join a social group,
start a new hobby.
